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testimony:

a submission under oath to a court,

may be invoked by an express written
order or by failure to sign the law
within a certain period
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veto override:

reenactment of legislation, usually by
an absolute or super-majority (e.g.
two thirds of all voters), to overcome
a veto
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voice vote:

an oral vote held without recording
individual members' votes or the
numbers for and against
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Westminster system:

a system of government originating in
Britain, the main features of which are
a head of state who is not the head of
government, and an executive which
is drawn from and directly responsible
to the parliament (e.g. the UK,
Canada, Australia, New Zealand)
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witness:

a person who gives evidence, usually
under oath, to a committee of a
legislative body, before a judge in
court or in front of an executive
authority
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
